Our goal in spearheading this project is to make it as easy as possible to participate.  Here’s what you need to do: 

       Identify what you might like to donate. 
       Get in touch with a “Cash in the Attic” volunteer to review what you would like to donate. 

       One of us will come to your home to pick up the item(s) at a day/time that is mutually convenient. 

       We will do all of the listing/selling and keep you updated on the status of your item (whether it sold and how much it earned.) 

       We will keep families updated on the amount raised per classroom and per site. 

We expect this project to last from now through June.
